The Archdeacon of

Huntingdon and
Wisbech, the Ven Hugh McCurdy, has
completed a 483-mile charity cycle ride
during which he visited every church in his
Archdeaconry as part of our Diocese’s 900"
anniversary celebrations.

Hugh McCurdy, a keen cyclist, decided to
combine his ecclesiastical duties with a
keep-fit fundraising challenge. As
Archdeacon, he is responsible for the care
of clergy and church communities in the
north and west of Ely Diocese - an area that
covers North Cambridgeshire, Huntingdon-
shire and West Norfolk.

During his 13-day trek, he stopped at all 181
churches where local people turned out to
greet him and join him in prayer.
